Dear colleagues, 

This message is addressed to all our Romanian colleagues, which are ESA members and will attend to the Annual ESA Congress, taking place in 2015, in Berlin. 

Since this year the supreme forum of ESA (the General Assembly) shall be subject to vote important amendments for ESA status, we are kindly asking you to participate and vote, at the ESA General Assembly, which will take place on Sunday, May 13th 2015, between 12.15 – 14.00, at City Cube Berlin - Room A6. 

Two divergent amendments will be submitted to vote:

a. The amendment tabled by the German and Belgian colleagues, which proposes that the current situation, under which each country has 1 representative in the ESA Council and therefore is entitled to 1 vote in the election of the ESA Board (ESA President, ESA Secretary, ESA Treasurer, etc.) to be replaced by a system of voting within which the Council will have no role, and the choice of the ESA Board members will take place by the electronic vote of all the active ESA members and residents !
This model will fully and continuously favour only the large countries (with hundreds of active members and residents) or their conjectural customers in acceding to strategic decision making functions of ESA. 

SRATI is against this type of approach, which turns a professional collegial Society into a caricature of a “Mega-Continental Parliament”. 

b. The amendment tabled by a Task Force – which is supported by the current leadership of ESA (as a middle way to each side), under which the role of the ESA Council in the election of the ESA Board representatives remains valid, however each member of the Council, which is the representative of 1 country, will be entitled to 1 to 4 votes (maximum), depending of the number of the ESA members in each country.  

Certainly, the large countries will be somewhat favoured, but this trend will be tempered by the maximum number of votes each country is entitled to have in the ESA Council and by a new rule, stipulating that a country cannot have more than 1 representative in the ESA Board. 

Although SRATI considers that there is no need for any change of the current status of ESA, we will support this second amendment, by our vote united with your vote, since we believe that this approach is less wrong than the first one !
Please note that in order to be adopted, this amendment must reach at least 75% of the votes of the ESA members (active and residents) participating to the ESA General Assembly !
